Antidepressant

Counter-indications and cautions:
Rarely recommended for people suffering from certain heart, liver or kidney dysfunctions, urinary retention, and certain ocular convulsion problems like glaucoma.

It can also increase certain respiratory problems

Antidepressants are usually not recommended for people with manic depressive disorders, because they often provoke episodes of mania.

Confusion, disorientation, and deliriousness can come about if antidepressants are combined with other medications

Pregnancy and lactation

Dangerous for children

SIDE EFFECTS:
Cardiac rhythm augmentation or irregularity, usually without consequence if the person does not suffer from heart problems

Short term memory troubles, difficulty concentrating

Agitation, anxiety, insomnia

Dryness of the mouth that can cause cavities and gum problems

Blurry vision, constipation, excessive sweating.

Diverse sexual troubles

Marked sun burns after being exposed to the sun

Rabbit Syndrome can appear with this medication after a few months or years.  It is marked by rapid and light trembling of lips jaw.  These are rare effects and certain clinicians believe that the syndrome marks the introduction to late dyskinesia.

Late dyskinesia: This is a group of movement problems that can appear after a few months but usually after a few years of neuroleptic consumption.  They appear in the beginning by voluntary and repetitive rhythmic movements of the tongue, cheeks, eyes, nose, tics, grimaces and fits of the neck, fingers, legs, and pelvis.  It can be irreversible and can produce grave complications.
