Indicators of Troubles:
Physically:

Turrets syndrome, nausea, vomiting, irrepressible hiccups, porphyria

Psychiatrically:  to counter agitation, hallucinations, delirious ideas, and incoherent thoughts in a psychotic person.  Schizophrenic and associated troubles.  Control or prevent manic episodes.  Autistic people.  Agitated depression accompanied by paranoia.  Control anxiety, hostile compulsions, alcoholism, obsession and personality troubles.

COUNTER-INDICATIONS:

Allergic reactions to neuroleptics, grave cardiac abnormalities, closed angle glaucoma, prostate hypertrophy, problems linked with urine retention.  Consumption of depressants of the central nervous system (alcohol), tranquilizers, barbiturates, signs of dyskinesia, history of malignant neuroleptic symptoms.

Others: coffee, tea, hallucinogens can provoke psychotic symptoms.  Excessive dose of stimulants.

OVERDOSE RISKS

Rarely fatal, except if it is associated with other medicinal substances or alcohol.  The most dangerous in the case of an overdose are: Mellaril, Loxapac.

INTERACTIONS WITH OTHER MEDICATIONS

Be extremely careful not to take any other medication with or without prescription, without having consulted a competent doctor to identify the interaction risks.

PSYCHIATRIC MEDICATIONS

Barbiturates that work as anticonvulsants can affect the metabolism of neuroleptics and increase the effects of sedatives.  Anticoagulants modify the coagulant effect and prolong bleeding.  Insulin: Largatil affects insulin liberation.

Others: the regular consumption of coffee can in certain cases diminish the effects of neuroleptics and unfortunately increases the need for higher doses.  According to the DSM-IV, more than 2-3 cups of coffee can sometimes produce an intoxication that appears as motor and verbal agitation similar to an acute psychotic crisis.

NEUROLOGICAL SIDE EFFECTS

(Depending on the dosage and the length of treatment, metabolism and living context of an individual). 

Head: bizarre facial expressions (dystonia), drooling (Parkinson’s), rapid trembling but light in the inferior lip (rabbit syndrome), repetitive and involuntary movements of the tongue, lips, eyes, nose, cheeks, and neck (late dyskinesia), sudden and explosive crisis which appear with a high fever and muscular rigidity (malignant neuron syndrome). 

Limbs: exaggerated contraction of limbs (dystonia) irrepressible desire to move (Akinesia).

OTHER SECONDARY EFFECTS
