INDENTIFICATION

Antipsychotic (neuroleptic)

COUNTER-INDICATIONS AND CAUTIONS

-Allergic reactions to neuroleptics:

-Consumption of depressants of the central nervous system (alcohol, barbiturates, tranquilizers, downers)

-The presence of a grave cardiac anomaly

-Angina

-Dyskinesia signs

-Past history of epilepsy

-Pregnancy and lactation

-Driving a motorized vehicle is not recommended

-High risk of convulsions

POSSIBLE SIDE EFFECTS
-Behavior troubles

-Excessive sedation

-Paradoxical reactions like agitation/excitation, insomnia

-Bizarre dreams, aggravation of psychotic symptoms, toxic state of mental confusion.

CNS

Extra-pyramidal reactions: rigidity, trembling, slowness, late dyskinesia, characterized by rhythmic involuntary movements of the tongue, face, mouth, cheeks and sometimes involuntary movements of the extremities of light contractions of the tongue can be a precursor sign of the syndrome of late dyskinesia for which there is no treatment.
-Dryness of the mouth

-Increased appetite

-Gastric irritation

-Libido alteration

-Irregular menstrual cycle

-Lactation stimulation.
